Title:  We do several things. 

 

1. We have started an association with Amazon.com whereby anyone who buys anything from Amazon and starts at our webpage to do it, benefits the library.  2-5% of the original purchase price is credited to our library to be spent on purchases with Amazon. We promote this by eye-catching monthly bulletin board displays that our student assistant creates and bookmarks that we place in each checked out book. We have probably generated at least $1,000 in buying credits since we started.

 

2. We have a memorial sponsorship program set up with multiple ways to participate:

· Donor Bookplate Program.  Buy a book; it can be a new book or one of your favorites that is already on the shelves. We will place a bookplate on the front cover acknowledging your contribution for everyone to see. Many patrons have done this.

· Underwrite the cost of a year’s subscription to one of the annual services.  Again your generous contribution will be acknowledged with an appropriate bookplate.

· Pay for or contribute to the cost of a new computer for the library. We have 16 computers in the library most of which are inadequate for our use. We will acknowledge your contribution with an engraved plaque for all to see.

· Pay for the cost of the coffee service for a month, about $100. We will post a sign next to the coffee bragging about your generosity.  We almost never pay for our coffee expenses anymore.

· Memorialize someone you love or immortalize yourself, firm, etc. by buying a shelf in the library. Find that place in the library where you spend the most time or where your favorite books are kept and for $100 we will engrave your name (or someone else’s) there. So far about 10 patrons have done this.  For $2000 we will engrave the entire stack range. 

· We will name one of the library rooms (small study room, small Ohio reading room, large reading room, copy rooms, microform room) for you, your firm, or loved one.  The Director determines the level of contribution for these.

· Finally, for two million dollars we will rename the entire library.   
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
