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Held, dismissing the appeal (4:3):

l /] l (ii) The appellant's statelessness and incapacity to be removed to a third country did not preclude the fulfillment of the requirements in s 198,

Section 198 authorised the removal of non-citizens from immigraticn detention upon depertation, the granting of a visa or relocation to a third
country. The fulfillment of s 198 by removal was not excluded until removal was excluded as a practicable possibility. Because the removal of the
appellant had not become a practicable possibility, the fulfillment of s 198 had not been excluded.
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
